Excess Hired/Non-Owned Auto Liability
This liability insurance is designed to protect an organization from auto liability claims when volunteers rent vehicles on the business of the organization and/or when volunteers drive their own vehicles on behalf of the organization.

If the organization has no other applicable auto insurance (no commercial auto policy for owned vehicles and no commercial auto policy for rental vehicles) and the organization is named in the liability claim, then this insurance would acts as primary on behalf of the organization.  Most volunteer organization purchase this form of auto liability because they do not have any other auto insurance in place to protect the organization, and they have people driving on the business of the organization on a regular basis (to pick up equipment or supplies, to deliver items, etc.)
Does this insurance cover the volunteer/employee driver?  The driver does receive an excess $1,000,000 combined single limit of liability that is designed to pay for damage to other vehicles, and bodily injury to those in other vehicles.  This limit is over and above the driver’s personal auto coverage.
Important Notes:

1) There is no coverage for liability coming from passengers within the hired/non-owned vehicle.  It is up to the driver to have adequate limits on his/her personal auto policy to protect against liability coming from within the driver’s vehicle.  
2) There is no coverage for physical damage to the hired/non-owned vehicle.  The driver’s personal auto policy should have coverage for physical damage to his or her own car, and the rental car company should offer physical damage coverage at the time of rental.
Property of Others Coverage

Coverage may be purchased for the property of your tour participants while you have care, custody or control. This coverage is in addition to any other insurance coverage the property owner (participant) may have, such as homeowners Insurance.

The coverage is designed to provide a minimum amount of coverage for property that is damaged or stolen while in your care. There is no need to prove liability or negligence on your part, it is a goodwill payment that is triggered by the occurrence. 
We feel that this is an important coverage that can assure the goodwill you have worked hard to build with your tour participants.
